Seventy years ago this
month, Adolf Hitler began seiz-
ing the assets of German Jews.
He had waited until the summer
Olympicsin Berlin were finished
and the world had seen the might
of the Third Reich. Already,
Hilter had established concentra-
tion campsfor "undesirables' and
forced many Jewish professionals
out of their jobs. He had aso
harassed Catholics and
Protestants who dared speak
againgt hisracist policies.

The paralels between the
rise of fascism in pre-World War
[l Germany and the rise of
Idamic fascism today are dtar-
tling. And just as it was in the
1930s, the world is refusing to
confront the growing danger.

Iran, a nation committed to
wiping lsradl off the map, is defy-
ing the United Nations by refus-
ing to obey the nuclear disarma-
ment treaty. Hitler defied the
League of Nations and rearmed,
cregting a fierce military threat
while openly advocating the
diminishment of Jews and
"Aryanracia purity." If Iran man-
ages to obtain nuclear weapons,
it, too, will become a menace to
the entire world.

But many do not believe that.
In fact, arecent Harris Poll taken
in Europe shows that 30 percent
of the 10,000 people surveyed
believe the USA is the world's
greatest threat to stability. Just 26
percent think Iran is the greatest
danger to world peace.

But the most unsettling Situa-
tion is here in the United States.
According to polls taken in the
1930s, as many as 80 percent of
Americans were against con-
fronting Hitler at that time. Only
